

Work Session 
Mayor and Council
August 14, 2014

A Work Session Meeting of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Allendale was called to order at 7:38 by Mayor Barra who announced that the requirements of the Open Public Meetings Act were met by the required posting and notice to publications.

The following individuals answered roll call: Councilmembers Bernstein, McSwiggan, Sasso, White, Wilczynski and Mayor Barra. Absent, Councilman Strauch. Also present were Mr. Valenzuela, Mr. Yakimik, Mrs. Mayer and Mr. Bole. 

Public Comment
Mayor Barra opened the meeting for Public Comment.

· Mark Savistano – 22 Vreeland Place – Member of the Green Team.
Mr. Savistano referred the Council to a chart showing the Borough recycling numbers that he received from the DPW.  In order to encourage growth in the recycling numbers, which have been a little flat this year, he would like to see the chart published in order to encourage more recycling. Various publishing formats were discussed, including the newspaper, and the Borough website. 

Councilwoman White suggested adding the information to the Borough newsletter and also reaching out to various organizations with recycling education presentations. 

Councilwoman Wilczynski also stressed the importance of education and added that the Borough website will have a section dedicated to the Green Team. She stated that since 2010, when co-mingling started, the recycling weights have increased by 70 tons per month. 

· Mark Savistano expressed concern about the “no outlet” sign on Vreeland Place as compared  to the visibility of the Dead End sign. Borough Engineer John Yakimik asked Mr. Savistano to call him.  

· Mr. Savistano watched a News 12 TV spot on the Flooding under the Crescent Avenue Bridge. He would like to know what the town is doing to address the flooding problem. 

Mayor Barra indicated that the Borough has been ratcheting up efforts during the past three years, especially since storms Irene and Sandy. There is a new budget line for drainage issues. We are addressing drainage issue around the town on a regular basis.  Crescent Avenue is a Bergen County road. We have talked to the County over the past 10 years, and the drainage issue is a very difficult problem to solve. The August 1st storm was probably the worst we have had in the past 25 years. It is a very serious issue and it is going to be the sole topic of the Public Safety Meeting next week. The Mayor and Council are very concerned with this problem.
