I, the undersigned, do hereby agree to perform the Goose Patrol at Crestwood,
Brookside, Northern Highlands, Guardian Angel and Orchard Park in a safe and
courteous manner and to demonstrate responsible dog ownership.

To this end, | agree to abide by all Allendale dog ordinances, and in addition to this,
and by signing this agreement, | agree to the following:

1) | will keep my dog in control at all times, and not allow my dog to approach any
person or dog. | understand that if a person or dog wants to pet or play with my
dog, that person or dog must approach us.

2) | will always have my dog wear the AVGP vest while on patrol.
3) | will always carry a leash and extra poop bags.

| understand that to maintain membership with the AVGP, | must fill out and sign all
required forms and pay all required dues on an annual basis, and to sign up for at least
3-days of Crestwood patrol on the On-Call Calendar. | further understand that violation
of any Allendale dog ordinance or the 3 Code of Conduct rules will result in the
immediate suspension from the AVGP, and possible dismissal from the AVGP, with no
refund of any dues | have paid.
