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GARBAGE COLLECTION

Suburban Disposal, under a contract with the municipality, per-
forms curbside household garbage collection for both the EAST
and WEST side of the Borough. The NJ Transit Railroad divides
the Borough. No receptacles shall be set out prior to 6:00pm on
the night before collection and shall be removed by 9:00pm on the
day of collection. Please use containers no larger than 30 gallons.
Please refrain from calling if your garbage is not collected by its
time. A number of things, including weather, truck break
downs, detours, etc. may occur that could delay the contractor
from collecting the route. The contractor has until 6:00pm to finish
the route.

What is commingle recycling?

Rinse and clean all food containers prior to disposal

Items not acceptable

e Ceramic plates and cups

e All Styrofoam

e Toothpaste tubes

e Wire hangers (put out with scrap metal or return to drycleaner)

MOVING?

One month prior to closing, call 201-818-4410 to schedule a pick-up
and we'll notify the contractor. This collection will coincide with your
regular garbage collection. Items that are recyclable will not be col-
lected. Please bring them to the Recycling Center or a special BCUA
recycling event. Items that are mostly metal will be picked up on metal
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collection day only. This is a one-time only collection,

please schedule accordingly. There is a five piece limit

on furniture.

All grass, leaves and brush are accepted with a resident compost
permit. Permits can be purchased starting March 19th at Borough
Hall, Monday - Friday 9am — 4:00pm. Call 201-818-4400 ext 200 for
more information.

No plastic bags allowed, please use brown biodegradable bags or
place in container to transport grass and leaves for residents only.
NO LANDSCAPERS, CONTRACTORS OR BUSINESSES are allowed.

CUT-IT-AND-LEAVE-IT

Recycling your own grass is easy and saves you, and the town, mon-
ey. Use a mulching lawnmower or replace the blade with a mulching
blade. When you cut your grass, allow it to remain on the ground to
be reabsorbed and provide vital nutrients to your grass. You save
time by not having to bag the grass and transport it to the Compost
Site. You won't have to use as much fertilizer and the cut grass helps

reduce water evaporation so you use less water.

SCRAP METAL COLLECTION

The fourth (4th) Wednesday of the month for BOTH sides of

the Borough. ltems acceptable for curbside metal collection are:
® Anything that is at least 75% metal
¢ Bicycles

¢ Refrigerators*(remove the doors)
e Washers and dryers

e Cast iron

e Radiators

¢ BBQ grills — minus the propane tank
e Humidifiers

*Appliances such as refrigerators, air conditioners, etc., containing
“Freon or CDC’s” must be certified that the Freon and CDC'’s have
been removed by a certified person or vendor and a sticker (supplied
by the removal company) must be attached to the appliance. This is
required by law!

ALLENDALE POLICE DEPT.

¢ Ice & Snow - Remove It Before You Go, It’s the Law! ¢
Remember to remove all ice and snow from your vehicle before driving, especially
from the hood, windows and roof. Motorists who fail to do so face fines of $25 to $75
for each offense. If flying ice or snow causes property damage or injury to others, mo-
torists face fines of $200 to $1,000 for each offense.

* No Parking During Snowfall ¢
Residents are reminded that there is no parking on any street when snow has accumu-
lated to require snow plowing within the Borough. Any vehicle left in the roadway may
be towed at owner’s expense. This parking prohibition remains in effect after the snow
has ceased until the streets have been plowed sufficiently and to the extent that parking
will not interfere with the normal flow of traffic.

* Winter Driving Tips °

e Drive slow (at or below the posted speed limit) and adjust your speed for the changing
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e If you skid, don't brake or accelerate. Remove your foot from the gas, and gently steer

road conditions.

e Turn on your headlights, using low beams when traveling in snow.

¢ Increase your following distance. In winter weather, travel at least eight to
10 seconds behind the car in front of you.

¢ Give snowplows plenty of room to work. Don't tailgate and try not to pass.

your car in the direction of the skid (the direction the rear of your vehicle is sliding.)
When your car starts heading in the desired direction, carefully straighten the wheel.
e Slow down before exiting the highway. Exit ramps often have icy patches, sharp
curves and stalled or stopped vehicles.
